DEEPENING AND STRENGTHENING OUR MEETING

Each month while we are in the process of deepening and strengthening our Meeting community, we’ll have a brief report, reading or reflection in the newsletter.  Please give yourself and our Meeting the gift of an extra minute or two to read and reflect on these offerings.

Our most recent retreat in the Deepening and Strengthening process focused on the business of the Meeting.  There are many aspects to running our business; the selection and functioning of our officers, our committee work, and our Meeting for Worship with Attention to Business are some of them.  What are some new ways of thinking about that final one -- Meeting for Worship with Attention to Business?  Here are a few ideas to stimulate thought and discussion:

· Enter the Meeting expecting that we will all be changed by the process of conducting our business in a spirit of worship.

· On any particular item of business, we are each expected to practice discernment before we speak so that we don’t need to speak more than once.

· As individuals, we need to be ready to surrender to the judgment of the corporate body.

· Members are called to center, to listen, to speak, and to release.  The clerk holds a primary responsibility of listening, reflecting, and discovering the sense of the meeting.  

· But if each of us strives to hold a “clerking consciousness,” then each of us listens deeply not only to each person speaking, but also to the movement of the whole.

· We must all be engaged in discerning the sense of the Meeting – that shared awareness of where the Spirit is leading us.

· Meeting for Worship with Attention to Business is a time to practice together the expectation that Spirit is present in all moments of our lives, not just when we formally gather to worship.

             Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held Third Month 15, 2009
At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Third Month 15, 2009: We gathered at the appointed time of 12:45 pm in worship.  The Clerk read from the Third Query on Spiritual Nurture and Religious Education.

3-09-01   The Clerk noted that the agenda is now posted on the easel prior to the start of the session.

3-09-2  The Minutes of last month were read and the section of the Minutes that had not been approved 

             (2-09-5 on) were considered and approved with two minor corrections.

3-09-3   In anticipation of our consideration of the draft of Yearly Meeting priorities, the Clerk read a letter from Arthur Larrabee, General Secretary of PYM, outlining staff and other reductions in response to the impact of the economic situation on PYM’s finances. Friends were asked to send their concerns to Arthur. Concern was expressed over the laying down of the Peace and Concerns position. Interest was expressed in receiving more information about YM finances. TylaAnn Burger, who also serves as Treasurer of PYM will plan to be available at coffee hour next week to provide this information

3-09-4  With this sobering information, Friends turned their attention to the “Draft Priorities” 
document for PYM. Friends immediately identified the section on witness as being important to Friends and feeling that the support for this area has been dwindling in a concerning manner. We noted our Meeting’s participation in, and support for, work related to the Peace Gathering and violence in the inner city. We also noted the work of our members in prison, earth care and social justice concerns. One Friend commented that witness to our testimonies is integral to all the other areas and that the other work needs to build on this area.

We also noted the benefit our Meeting has experienced from the Deepening and Strengthening Program and our support for this work ongoing. We also noted support for Middle School Friends and other programs that support our younger Friends.

The difficulty of choosing things that we don’t support instead of what we do was noted. One Friend noted that work on the web site could be dropped in favor of more support for witness. 

The Minutes were approved as read to this point. Allan Walters took over as Recording Clerk pro-tem in the absence of both appointed Recording Clerks. 

Continuation of the priorities discussion
The Clerk summarized the discussion by noting that the members of Green Street Monthly Meeting thought that the Friends Testimonies were central to the work of the Yearly Meeting and want the Yearly Meeting to continue to support these concerns with programs and staff.  Programs directed toward maintaining the vitality of Monthly Meetings were also thought to be critical.  Attention was directed to specific programs such as the Deepening and Strengthening Program, and support for Young Friends and youth.  Efforts to address the issues of equality in all areas should also be continued.  A member noted that while the Meeting has highlighted support for the testimonies, as well as for other program areas, more importantly Green Street members need to recognize and emphasize what is most important to this Meeting—this Meeting is prioritizing those areas that it thinks should receive the greatest emphasis by the Yearly Meeting.  A subcommittee composed of Sharon Mullally, Marjorie Felton and Eric Corson will prepare a minute summarizing this Meeting’s view of priorities to be adopted by the Yearly Meeting for 2009-2012.


3-09-5  Marjorie Felton and Susan Christian reported for the Hospitality Committee. They thanked the 

membership for successfully helping with more than 70 events during the last year, including providing meals for the Deepening and Strengthening Program and a cookie baking session just before Christmas.  A schedule has now been posted on the kitchen refrigerator that lists those members responsible for the remaining events in 2009.  Cash is now available for those Friends who would prefer to have the money in advance for shopping.  Please let Margie know if this is what you would prefer.   A member suggested that guidelines be provided for amount to be spent and urged that members simplify meals and snacks.  Andrew Jickling noted that the School is now recycling and that Meeting members should use the bins provided for this effort.  The hospitality report was received with thanks.  A written report accompanied the oral presentation.

3-09-6  Andrew Jickling reported for the Property Committee.  He highlighted three areas: a Meeting 

protocol for the use of the property; the status of the committee, its projects and the need for more members; landscaping suggestions and plans currently being developed and proposed by the School Parents Association.  The School Parents Association has received a grant in the form of labor freely contributed by a Design Collaborative group of professionals who are creating a comprehensive landscaping plan for both the School and the Meeting property.

David La Fontaine reported that the School’s Design Collaborative Group was suggesting that the parking lot behind the Meeting be turned into a different/alternative use and the parking only be available in a lot adjacent to the Bank Building.  He urged that the Meeting begin to form an opinion about the change in the use of this space.


As first presented to the Meeting during its January session the property use protocol is as follows:

      1.   All requests for use of the property need to be made to the Meeting secretary.

2. The Meeting secretary will use a Property Use Questionnaire to get details about group/event,

will check the meeting calendar and will describe fee structures.

3.   The secretary will forward a completed Property Use Questionnaire to the clerk of the Property 

      Committee.

      4.   If members of property committee agree to proposed use, the secretary will be asked to notify 

            proposed users that the request has been approved.

      5.   A representative of the meeting needs to be present to open and lock up for guest users.

      6.   Members of the meeting requesting use of the property for non-Meeting related events are asked 

            to make a $1/person donation up to $50.

      7.   Members are not to be charged for events that are held under the care of the Meeting.

Discussion ensued. The Meeting wants the Meeting House space to be used by both the community and Meeting members.  It was noted that while certain proposed uses may present possible ambiguities with respect to the fees to be charged, that upon a receipt of the questionnaire describing the intended use of the property, the Property Committee would endeavor to decide an equitable and fair fee.  The protocol was accepted as presented.

The need for additional committee members was also discussed.  It was suggested that working groups be formed to include members that are interested in specific projects including the provision of handicapped access to the dining room, a sound system for the use of persons with aural difficulties, and reduction of noise in the dining room.

3-09-7  Margaret Walters read a preliminary report on Futures Planning for the School.  This

document outlined an approach to ensure that Greene Street Friends School’s vision and mission and the Meeting's needs will continue to inform future planning processes and the uses of the newly acquired property.  A discussion of this document was deferred until next month when Russell Endo and JoAnn Seaver will be present.

3-09-8  The Clerk made three announcements.  Members were urged to tell the Meeting secretary

 whether they wanted to receive the monthly newsletter by way of an email enclosure, incorporation papers were now at the lawyer’s office and Russell Endo will let us know when they are returned so that they can be reviewed , and Worship and Ministry would continue to lead a discussion on the query for the month fifteen minutes before the beginning of Meeting for Worship on the third First Day.

We adjourned then to meet again at the appointed time on Fourth Month 19.

"Privacy and Keeping Confidences: Some Moral Dilemmas" is the theme of the third annual Stephen G. Cary Memorial Lecture at 7:30 pm Saturday, April 18, in the Barn at Pendle Hill. From the Greater Pennsylvania Climate Action Project of the PYM Earthcare Working Group:
Understanding the Options

When the United States joins the rest of the world in addressing climate change, the US will have to cut its emissions of heat-trapping greenhouse gasses. Two market mechanisms proposed to achieve this are a carbon tax and a cap-and-trade system. A carbon tax is a tax levied on individuals and groups based on their use of fossil fuels. In a cap-and-trade system, polluters are allotted a level of greenhouse gas emissions. If a polluter can cut its emissions, it can sell its pollution credits to another polluter that wants to increase emissions. These measures create a financial incentive for energy efficiency and greener technologies such as electricity generated from wind or solar power.
Green Cleaning Products

It's spring, time to muck out the heifer barn and clean your house, top to bottom. So which cleaning products should you use? Phosphate- and chlorine-free products are less damaging to the environment in their manufacture and their disposal. Those that can be used with cold water and come as to-be-diluted concentrates in reduced packing have less impact with respect to global warming. For many jobs, ordinary baking soda is a good choice. Since "green" cleaners are an active field of research for both small and large producers, new information and products are becoming more easily available. In the future, "green" cleaners are likely to be universally preferred for most applications. The more often "green" cleaners are chosen now, the sooner that future will arrive.
