Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held Third Month 21, 2010

At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Third Month 21, 2010:

We gathered in worship shortly after the appointed time of 12:45 pm.  The Clerk read the third query on Spiritual Nurture and Religious Education from Faith and Practice.

3-10-1
The Clerk reviewed the agenda with Friends. Friends asked about progress on the issues of incorporation. The Clerk will check on the status of this matter.

3-10-2
The minutes of our First Month Meeting for Business were reviewed and approved. The minutes of our Second Month Meeting for Business were read and approved. 

3-10-3
Marjorie Felton gave the annual report for the Hospitality Committee. She reported that the committee had purchased reusable plates and materials for routine use. This means less trash and disposables. 

The committee has welcomed a number of new members. The committee is working on regular kitchen clean-ups in cooperation with the school. It is also planning new activities such as play afternoons and more community baking and cooking activities. One possibility is organizing cooking meals for families in need.

It was noted that the Hospitality Committee is putting on this year’s Easter brunch. Easter falls on the first weekend in Fourth Month so brunch will take the place of Breakfast with a Friend. Many new committee members and Friends have been contributing ideas and possibilities.

3-10-4
JoAnn Seaver reported for the Naming Committee, which recommends members of the Nominating Committee. The committee recommends TylaAnn Burger for a three-year term. The appointment was approved.

3-10-5
Margaret Walters reported for the Nominating Committee, which recommended the following nominations, all for three-year terms:

These appointments were approved.

3-10-6
Richard Betts reported on behalf of Care and Counsel on the application for marriage under the care by JoAnn Seaver and William Van Stone. The Clearness Committee consisted of Cynthia Jones, Anthony DiGiovanni and Muriel Edgerton (Gwynedd Meeting). They reported on their process, which required some discernment as to the role of the clearness process in a marriage where the participants use different language to demonstrate their commitment. On this occasion one partner does not feel clear to reference God or the Divine in their committed vows. This required the committee to seek clearness on whether the marriage should be “in the manner of Friends” or under the care of the Meeting. In their report to the Meeting, the committee “joyfully” noted that the couple is clear to marry. They committee was also clear to recommend that we take the marriage under the care of the Meeting. Friends approved.

It was noted that Oversight Committees needed to be appointed for both weddings that have been approved. Care and Counsel is asked to bring recommendations for these committees, in consultation with the couples, to our meeting next month.

A committee of TylaAnn Burger, Fredrica Burger and Martha St. George was appointed to welcome Loretta Lucy Miller on the transfer of her membership. 

3-10-7
The Clerk asked for information as to how many Green Street members were planning to attend PYM sessions at the end of this month. At least 6 Friends indicated they would be attending. Friends raised concerns about the lack of material about these sessions being available to attenders.

3-10-8
Eric Corson reported for the Committee on Contributions to Others. He reminded us we had approved sending the additional $4,000 in last year’s contribution budget to Friends Journal. Eric read a letter from Susan-Corson Finnerty, publisher and executive editor of Friends Journal, in which she both provided an update and expressed gratitude for our contribution.

3-10-9
The Clerk noted it is again time to publish a Meeting Directory. He raised the question of whether we want to change the way we publish the Directory. He suggested it be kept in a more simple form that can be regularly updated with both member and committee information. 

Friends suggested and considered many options including simple 8x11” lists, PDF e-files, lists with pictures and other possibilities. The possibility of more frequent updates was appealing to many Friends. Others expressed comfort with a familiar format – though updates would be nice. We asked Ethel Trefsger, Elizabeth Cunningham, Robert Dockhorn and possibly Fredrica Burger (to be asked) to consider this concern and report back to the Meeting.

3-10-10
David La Fontaine reported on behalf of the Outreach Committee. The committee is suggesting that early arrivals for worship and events consider parking in the circle out front. The purpose of this is to have our activities more visible to the community. The Meeting expressed support for allowing a limited number of cars to be parked in the front drive, without blocking any needed access. We will revisit this after we have tried it for a few months. The Outreach Committee will make sure there are no issues with the Fire Code.

The committee is considering use of the Meeting website. They had been putting the Newsletter on the web site, but have stopped since a concern was raised over names and phone numbers being published. They are considering starting again with only part of the Newsletter being published. The meeting calendar is the most important information they wish to share. The current plan is to publish the Newsletter without the Minutes and personal information. They will ask Friends who are contacts for announcements whether or not they want to be listed on the web site. 

An extended discussion of issues around use of the website included the benefits of outreach and the need for safe use of meeting and member information. We asked the Outreach Committee to look at this again, in light of our discussion and report back.

The minutes were approved as read.

We adjourned then to meet again at the appointed time on Fourth Month 18, 2010.

Victoria Greene founded Every Murder is Real in the aftermath of the loss of her son to gun violence12 years ago.  She has been present for our film series, being part of Concrete, Steel and Paint.  She attended our March 13 Peace and Social Concerns presentation by Kenyatta James.
