3-11-1
The Clerk reviewed the agenda with Friends. 
3-11-2
Elizabeth Cunningham, Recorder, presented an amended Recorder’s Report correcting figures that were presented in First Month.
3-11-3
The clerk reported that there has been a lack of attendance at the Third Sunday opportunity for discussion of the queries. He and Doris Clinkscale, the outgoing clerk of Worship & Ministry, are recommending that we discontinue these sessions and return to reading queries at the start of Meeting for Business.
3-11-4
Marjorie Felton, Clerk, reported for the Hospitality Committee. All the regular meeting events have continued as usual. The cookie exchange was not held this past year due to busy schedules, but they hope to start it again this year. The increased activities around the holidays were well received and they expect that to continue. Margie noted there are some new guidelines for those doing coffee hour and lunches. These are particularly concerning how we leave the kitchen and set-up for the next to use it. There will be another kitchen clean-up and organizing event in June. Margie asked for feedback on the question of decaffeinated coffee and some options. Friends provided several suggestions.

The proposed names were approved with gratitude for the committee’s work.
3-11-6
Susan Christian reported for the Property Committee. She noted some exterior work that is in progress. The committee is trying to identify a solution to the issues with skateboarders and the outside benches, which are both being used for and damaged by this activity. Other issues are down-spout repairs, driveway patching, and some wiring repairs. They are also looking at changing electrical providers to make more use of renewable energy sources. Susan reported that the school has received a gift to support a perennial garden along the back wall of the meetinghouse and plans are in progress for this garden.

3-11-7
Susan Christian (Property Committee) and Sharon Mullally (School Committee) reported on the work of the Facilities Communication Group to facilitate communication around Meeting-School property issues and work. The group has already been working on issues such as door security in the meetinghouse and the job descriptions for those doing caretaking and maintenance of the meetinghouse. They shared the following job description for the Group with Friends. 

The work of this Group is: 

· To gather information on current and future property issues and opportunities;

· To conduct model discussions (similar to threshing sessions) on these issues and opportunities; 

· To transfer this information and the tasks generated in the discussions to the proper groups, committees, and staff who will resolve the issues, set policy, make plans, and implement the work;

· To help establish and maintain a harmonious, effective and spirit-led care relationship between the Meeting and the School. 

Friends had a positive response to the job description and development of the group. During the discussion Friends raised the continuing question of both meeting and school policies on use of the property by community members. The current policy, that the property is not open during meeting and school events, is enforced by the school and less so by the meeting. This remains a concern for future consideration. The job description of the Facilities Group was approved.
3-11-8
Margaret Walters reported on behalf of the Structures Committee. The retreat on the Meeting-School care relationship was held on Second Month 20, both before and after First Day worship. Peggy presented a report on the retreat and consideration of how to move forward.

The committee asked the meeting for clarity in carrying this work forward. An extended discussion on the issues and recommendations included the need to recognize and consider work that has been done, the positive aspects of engaging in these discussions, the need to be tender and present with each other and the need to approach these issues as opportunities instead of challenges. 

We put aside this discussion in order to hear the report from the school committee.
3-11-9
Sharon Mullally, Clerk, reported for the School Committee. She noted that the Master Plan is a conceptual document that presents possible future plans for the school community. As such the Master Plan has been accepted, not approved, by the Committee. Dan McDevitt, clerk of the meeting’s Property Committee is serving on the Property Planning Committee, a subcommittee of the School Committee that is giving further consideration to this plan. The School Committee is interested in identifying additional meeting members to serve on this group. The Master Plan will be presented at next month’s Breakfast with a Friend for information and questions. It will also be brought to our next Meeting for Business for possible acceptance. The School Committee has authorized the school’s Development Office to start plans for a capital campaign. 

Friends worked for clarity on what matters needed to be specifically approved by the Meeting. The Meeting will receive the Master Plan for review next month. At that time a plan for the process of moving forward on specific projects within the Master Plan will be presented. Friends affirmed the need to have clarity about the plan and specific steps before work on the steps move forward. 

Sharon described the exploration of options, short and long term for greening the back lot between the Meeting-School and tenanted property. The exploration has included landscaping options and environmental and lease modification issues. Friends noted that the plan is available for review and several suggestions were made to increase notice of that availability.
3-11-10
The Clerk noted that we are not ready to make any decisions on the recommendations of the Structures Committee, though there was significant comfort with its core message. The exploration appears to support the work of many Friends concerned with the relationship. He suggested we return to it next month. The Structures Committee was asked to return with the report and any clarity our discussions have provided. Appreciation was expressed to the committee for its work and willingness to carry this work forward at this time. The committee was encouraged to look for opportunities to move the work forward as this document is being considered.
3-11-11
Anthony DiGiovanni, Clerk, reported for Care and Counsel. He reported that the committee has received a letter of resignation from Allan T. Walter, which he read. The Committee recommends the acceptance of this resignation, with gratitude for the many years of service and presence in our community. This was approved.

Greene St. Friends School receives garden gift

Can you picture in your minds that long patch of bare dirt between the car park and the windows of the Shoemaker dining room?  Some of you have tried heroically to nurture plant life there with only marginal success.  Well, soon the mud and dirt will be no more; will be rinsed from memory as the Anne Tall Evans (’35) Memorial Garden comes into being in that very spot.  

The family of Anne Tall Evans, in honor of her 90th birthday, has presented Greene Street Friends School with a generous gift that will fund this spring’s installation of a new perennial garden.  The gift of $10,000 will finance the professional removal of the hard packed dirt and its replacement with rich and healthy earth, and then the purchase and planting of a selection of native perennial and annual plants and flowers.  

In addition to seeing this garden as an opportunity to “green-up” and beautify the campus in a highly visible and central location, GSFS views the garden as a learning opportunity for students.  Teachers are developing a program for children to plant and tend the garden, and the Evans’ family gift has endowed the future program with $12,500 to provide for ongoing maintenance of the garden.
