1-10-1 The Position of Clerk
      Robert Dockhorn reminded the Meeting that he is serving as Interim Clerk until David La   

      Fontaine can serve, which requires finding a replacement for David as Treasurer. Bob reported 
       that the Nominating Committee is having difficulty identifying a replacement for David.
1-10-2   Agenda: The Clerk reviewed the agenda.
1-10-3   Announcements:
       A postcard has been received from former attender Mary Joy Benson, who sends good wishes to        

       the Meeting.
Current member Jean Harris has sent a note; she is now in Panama.

A letter has been received from Pamela Moore thanking the Meeting for its participation in the Fair Hill Burial Ground book drive. The drive resulted in book donations that were sent to two elementary schools and a Head Start program in North Philadelphia.

There is a Called Quarterly Meeting scheduled for Sunday, January 31, to be held at our Meeting, to deal with the changes at Stapeley in Germantown. There is likelihood that there will be a merger with the Wesleyan Homes group, which will help Stapeley to get through current financial difficulties.

Friends Committee on National Legislation has asked monthly meetings for input as part of its priority-setting process. The Clerk has forwarded this request to the Peace and Social Concerns Committee.

Mary Ellen McNish is leaving her position as general secretary of American Friends Service Committee, and a search is underway for her replacement.

1-10-4   Nominating Committee
Margaret Walters reported for the Nominating Committee, which recommended the following appointments by the Meeting:

The Meeting approved these appointments.

We were reminded of the importance of personally contacting those appointed, as well as advising Committee Clerks of the names of the new appointees.

1-10-5   Naming Committee
Paul Jablonski reported for the Naming Committee, which was appointed to fill two vacancies on the Nominating Committee. For one of the vacancies, the committee recommended the appointment of Anne Bayless, with a term ending in 12/2012. The Meeting approved.
1-10-6  Request for Clearness for Marriage 
A letter has been received from JoAnn Seaver and William W. Van Stone, requesting to be married under the care of the Meeting, with a planned wedding date of Friday, July 30, 2010. This request was referred to the Care and Counsel Committee for the appointment of a Clearness Committee
1-10-7   Contributions to Others Committee
Eric Corson reported for this committee. At the November Business Meeting, the Budget Committee had recommended providing an additional $4,000 in funds for “over and above” donations to Quaker organizations as an aid in these difficult financial times. The Meeting approved this request and asked the Contributions to Others Committee to come back to Business Meeting with a recommendation for use of these funds.

The Committee contacted the following organizations: Friends Journal, American Friends Service Committee, Friends General Conference, Philadelphia Yearly Meeting, and Friends Committee on National Legislation. While all these groups are deserving and could use additional funds, it was thought that a $4,000 donation to Friends Journal would have the greatest impact.

Due to his position at Friends Journal, Robert Dockhorn asked that Sharon Mullally act as Clerk for this part of the meeting.

The Meeting approved the recommendation to provide a $4,000 donation to Friends Journal.

The Committee also requested approval for a letter to be sent to Friends Journal for publication. This letter would “encourage and challenge” other Quaker Meetings to follow Green Street Meeting’s example and provide an extra donation to Friends Journal. A member pointed out Green Street Meeting’s decision to provide additional donations is “easy” because of Green Street Meeting’s endowment. Other Quaker Meetings do not have such endowments and are experiencing financial hardships. The tone of this letter should include humility. The Meeting approved that Eric draft this letter, and that it be sent to Friends Journal after having been reviewed by Contributions to Others Committee members and others in the Meeting. 
      Bob Dockhorn resumed his role as Clerk.

1-10-7   Peace and Social Concerns
Peace and Social Concerns report from December 2009 was held over. Members of the Committee were not present, so the Committee will report at a future Business Meeting.

1-10-8   Report of the Recorder
The Meeting’s Recorder, Elizabeth Cunningham, reported. At the start of 2009, the Meeting had 102 members (including 9 minors). During the year, there were 8 applications and 2 transfers. Three members died (Doris Bessey, Elizabeth Marsh, and John Schmitt). The year ended with 109 members (including 12 minors). Elizabeth noted that this was a welcome shift in a long-standing downward trend.

1-10-9   Futures Committee for the School
Sharon Mullally reported for the GSFS Futures Committee. Russ Endo, co-clerk, had another commitment and sent his apologies for not being in attendance.

The following points were collected by the Futures Committee during recent information gathering sessions with various stakeholders from the GSFS community:

Priorities

· Diversity of the school, including socioeconomic

· Sense of community

· Environmental stewardship, green/sustainable building, and greening of campus

Attributes

· Support teacher/student interaction

· Green spaces and sustainable buildings

· Secure campus, but not walled off from the community

· Better aesthetics; increase “curb appeal”

Facilities

· Multipurpose gym/performance space

· Center for learning with spaces for science labs, computer labs, library, and other non-curricular activities

Things to fix

· Boundaries of campus, but not walled off

· Noise in the lunch room

The complete notes of the Futures Committee work is available on the GSFS website, www.greenestreetfriends.org.

The master planning process has begun, and a firm named DIGSAU has been selected to develop the master plan. DIGSAU’s portfolio includes work completed at Frankford Friends School in Philadelphia and Sidwell Friends School in Washington, D.C. The master plan will be a conceptual plan for the use of spaces, and it is a necessary component for future fundraising. The master plan is being paid for by funds received from a grant. The key master planning objectives include:

· Establishing clear entry points and pedestrian pathways through campus.

· Enhancing site and building accessibility

· Clarifying vehicular traffic and parking

· Developing the campus edge in ways that make respectful connections to the neighborhood

· Enhancing the campus’ ecological and environmental sustainability

· Reducing impervious surfaces and expanding landscaped areas

· Identifying necessary life safety and building code improvements

· Establishing spaces for play, socializing, and stillness and individual reflection

· Maximizing the use of resources and encouraging stewardship

The overall schedule for the master planning process is:

· Meet with stakeholders over next 6 weeks

· Create a draft master plan by May.

· Use the summer for revisions and review the revisions in August

· Complete final revisions in September

· Complete final plan in October

As part of this overall schedule, DIGSAU would like to meet with Green Street Monthly Meeting and the Property Committee. Members agree this is an important meeting and want to ensure there is sufficient time allotted. The Meeting agreed to devote the entire February Meeting for Business to the meeting with DIGSAU to discuss the master plan.

1-10-10   Query, Welcoming
Paul Jablonski voiced a concern in the context of a query. It is clear to all that there has been some confusion recently with committee assignments and that perhaps some members/attenders are not feeling as welcomed on new committees as we all would like them to be. Perhaps our communication could be more friendly. Each of us as individuals should endeavor to raise our consciousness of others and handle Meeting business matters on a more individual and personal basis.

The Minutes were read in draft form. They will be edited and approved at the next business meeting.

We adjourned then to meet again at the appointed time on Second Month 21.
