              Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held First Month 16, 2011
At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on First Month 16, 2011:

We gathered at the appointed time of 12:45 pm in worship. 

1-11-1
The Clerk reviewed the agenda with Friends. 

1-11-2
The Clerk read the draft minutes of the Twelfth Month 19, 2010 Meeting for Business which were not reviewed at that time. Friends approved the minutes with the following addition to 12-10-4: “Despite this, the real cause of our deficit is decreased income, not our expenditures over budget.” (after David’s report on increased property expenditures)

1-11-3
Elizabeth Cunningham presented the Recorder’s report, which does not include the new members from Twelfth Month. She reported that there were 10 new members by application or transfer. There was also one death, Lillian Abraham, who died on 3/24/10. This gives us an updated membership of 116 members including 18 minors. 

Friends noted our appreciation to Elizabeth for spending the past year clearing up some significant gaps and deficiencies in our records.

1-11-4
Russell Endo and David La Fontaine returned us to the discussion of our budget and finances. Russell reported on new plans to encourage contributions, including a new contribution box, mailings four times a year, newsletter reminders, ways of reporting contributions and other information. The Budget Committee is also recommending an increase of the suggested contributions for meeting lunches. 

He reported that the deficit for last year was about 2//3s of the original estimated figure that was reported last month. This is due to increased giving from Friends after last month’s meeting and some increased income from diversified holdings.
The committee is now recommending a budget that asks for contributions from members midway between the scenarios discussed last month, though still more than last year. With that contribution budget they are still looking at a deficit, which would be covered by the reserves. This level of deficit is more comfortable and if we were to go over budget our finances would be able to tolerate this more than if we had a larger budgeted deficit.

David reported on our funds as of the end of 2010. The unrestricted funds showed a decrease, reflecting both the operating deficit and increase to the capital reserve. He then reviewed the proposed budget in detail. In comparison to last year, the budget includes the increase in member contributions, a decreased income from endowments, some increase in property expenses, some increase in meeting program activities, a decrease in support for GSFS, and a decrease in contributions to others. The covenants for both Philadelphia Yearly Meeting and Philadelphia Quarterly Meeting will remain the same as last year.

One Friend raised a concern as to whether we should budget less income from contributions from individuals, as we don’t want to feel a sense of failure. Another Friend expressed appreciation for the Budget Committee’s work in responding to the meeting concerns and creating a budget that calls on Friends to increase their support while still using some of our reserves from previous years. The budget was approved as presented.
1-11-5
Walter Hejlt-Sullivan and Kenyatta James reported on a discussion about possible support that the Meeting might provide to EMIR (Every Murder Is Real), an organization that is directed by our attender Victoria Greene. They invited Friends to come to a further discussion of this opportunity on second Sunday of next month. There have been a number of suggestions of how Friends can assist in this work. These include preparation of meals for grief groups, developing a leadership and peace training program, and becoming a welcoming community for people and families who have experienced crisis. They are trying to identify ways for meeting committees to coordinate in this support. Friends were supportive of exploring this opportunity further. Friends suggested that those considering this work collaborate with work being done at Germantown Meeting. It was also suggested that the concern be brought to Quarterly Meeting in Second Month where the focus will be on peace and social concerns.

1-11-6
Alyson Scott reported for the Structures Committee on the next steps is addressing the meeting-school care relationship. She provided a review of the concern and the issues the committee was asked to address. The committee has been very focused on this concern and has been consulting with two experienced Quaker facilitators to explore possible directions. 

The committee recommends that we engage Gretchen Castle to lead a retreat day related to these concerns. The purpose of the retreat would be to:

1. Offer a safe place to share feelings of hurt or mistrust that may exist;

2. Work towards clarity around the meeting/school working relationship, looking at processes for both:

a. Expressing and resolving issues that may arise, and

b. Decision-making (as separate bodies and in shared decisions);

3. Consider the organizational differences between a school and a meeting, with the hope that those differences can be appreciated and honored in the future;

4. Determine how we might develop our capacity for working with the School in a way which allows direct relationship and offers clarity for how future decision-making will work.
Friends raised several questions about timing, who would be involved and process issues. Alyson noted that at this stage the retreat would be for the meeting community and would not include school administration. It was noted that including as many Friends who are engaged in both the meeting and school communities was important. The suggestion was made that this take place on a First Day afternoon in lieu of a Meeting for Business in order to ensure participation of many Friends. Friends were supportive of the proposal and appreciative of the work that had been done.  A number of suggestions were made that might increase participation. Friends were open to the idea of a retreat that would start on a First Day morning before worship, break for worship, and continue after lunch. The Clerk was asked to work with the Structures Committee and their Clerk to move this forward.
1-11-7
JoAnn Seaver brought correspondence from Friends General Conference inquiring whether our Meeting was interested in hosting the FGC Committee on Ministry on Racism for their meeting in Third Month 25th to 27th. She reviewed the host meeting responsibilities, which include home hospitality and meals for committee members. We approved offering an invitation to the FGC committee to have their meetings hosted here in Third Month. JoAnn will work with additional Friends to coordinate the arrangements that are necessary.
