        Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held Sixth Month 19, 2011
At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Sixth Month 19, 2011:

We gathered near the appointed time of 12:45 pm in worship. 
6-11-1
The Clerk read the Sixth Query on Equality from PYM Faith and Practice. Friends considered the query in worship. Friends considered the wide diversity of concerns touched by the query and the work of the meeting that reflects our response. The relation between economics and discrimination was noted. Physical access for our meeting was of significant concern, particularly accessibility to the dining room and an amplified hearing system for the meeting. It was suggested that Property Committee be in touch with Rob Smith at Germantown Meeting, who was instrumental in getting a hearing system for that meeting. 

6-11-2
The Clerk reviewed the agenda with Friends.
6-11-3
The Clerk read the draft minutes from last month. The minutes were approved as read. 
6-11-4
TylaAnn Burger reported for the Nominating Committee, which brought forward the following names for three year terms:

Frank Zadlo and Jennifer Kolkert for the Schools Committee

Jennifer Cromley for Hospitality

William Van Stone for the Committee on Meeting Structures

The appointments were approved. 

6-11-5 David La Fontaine reported for the Naming Committee. They brought forward the names of Selette James and Elizabeth Cunningham for three years terms. These names were approved. The committee was asked to continue service in anticipation of the resignation of TylaAnn Burger who will likely be relocating out of the area. 
6-11-6
The Clerk asked that we consider the appointment of an Emergency Committee to take care of urgent matters during the summer. Friends raised the names of Robert Dockhorn (Clerk), David La Fontaine (Treasurer), Elizabeth Cunningham, Michael Van Hoy (August only), and Susan Christian (Property). These names were approved.
6-11-7
Susan Christian reported for the Property Committee. Coming projects include some construction related to the portion of the bank lot that has been turned over to the school and the installation of the new garden at the back of the meetinghouse. Some of the work on the garden is looking at a Storm Water Irrigation Project, which would involve rooftop runoff supporting the garden. This means increased construction but a better outcome. There may also be benefits in terms of sewer or water charges.
6-11-8
The Clerk noted the concerns that have been raised about use of the fireplace during worship and other times. Concerns about individual health and energy conservation have been raised by individual Friends. The Clerk asked for consideration of these concerns. The Property Committee is aware of several fireplace/chimney issues that need to be addressed. The Outreach Committee has discussed the issues and feels that the cold weather fires are important in many Friends experience and would like them to continue. They also feel that there are sufficient Friends present and in receipt of the warmth of the fire to justify its energy. The school continues to use the fireplace during its worship on Wednesdays. One Friend noted that there is a cost to the fires, in that the meeting room needs to be painted more often as a result. It was suggested that we explore the new technologies that can be inserted in the fireplace to improve the use of energy and reduce smoke. Friends spoke of their experience of worship and the importance of the fire in that worship. It was noted that we should make any necessary repairs and consider other technology in order to continue this as a part of our meeting life. It was suggested that an ad hoc committee be created to explore this concern. The names of Eric Corson, JoAnn Seaver, William Van Stone and Kenyatta James (with consent) were raised for this service. Friends approved creation of the committee and the names of those called to service.
6-11-9
The Clerk reminded us of the visit by Stephen Dotson to explore if the meeting wanted to participate in the Meeting Relations program. This program creates a liaison relationship between the meeting and a member of the PYM staff. The Clerk asked if Friends were interested in joining in this program. Friends asked questions to clarify the program and expectations. Friends agreed to proceed in this relationship and join the Meeting Relations program. Several Friends felt able to consider the role of meeting liaison in this program. They were encouraged to communicate their interest to the Clerk or Emergency Committee.
6-11-10
Thomas Hardy reported as Interim Meeting Representative. He reported that Interim Meeting has been focused on the PYM budget. The budget process has been challenging in that YM resources are insufficient to support the program that Friends have become accustomed to. Thomas described a difficult process with Friends being unwilling to release funding for specific areas despite the lack of resources. Thomas asked for more communication from meeting members as to our concerns and desires so that he may more fully represent the meeting in his role. Friends noted several concerns and questions. The Clerk encouraged Friends to continue this conversation as we and the YM move forward.

The Minutes were read and approved.

We adjourned then to meet again at the appointed time on Ninth Month 18.
