      (draft)  Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held Sixth Month 21, 2009
At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Sixth Month 21, 2009:

We gathered at the appointed time of 12:30 pm in worship. Sharon Mullally, Clerk, read the Sixth Query, on Equality.

6-09-1 Sharon Mullally, Clerk, read the minutes of the Monthly Meeting of Fifth Month Seventeen.

6-09-2 In follow-up to Minute 5-09-7, on the use of our email list, the Clerk noted that the email guidelines were published in our newsletter, and that no suggestions for changes have been received. She raised the possibility of a Friday pm email with various announcements of non-Meeting events that have come in during the week for people who request it and are added to an opt-in list. This would reserve our regular email for important Monthly Meeting matters. Our website can also be used for this purpose, but people don’t check it frequently. The Meeting Secretary would need to set up this new opt-in list; David La Fontaine volunteered to assist the Secretary in setting it up, as well as a group list for the Meeting as a whole. The Clerk invited individuals who would like to be on the new opt-in list to send an email to the Meeting Secretary requesting this. Notice will also be given in the newsletter. The opt-in list is expected to be ready for use in the fall. It was reported that the School plans a separate opt-in list for its events, such as the spring concert.

6-09-3  In follow-up to the discussion in Minute 5-09-3 on School-Meeting property issues, the Clerk 

reported that she is exploring how other meetings and schools handle these issues, in preparation for further discussion by our Meeting.

6-09-4  Russell Endo reported that the subcommittees of the School’s Futures Committee will be 

meeting over the summer.

6-09-5  Russell Endo reported that he has been informed that the Meeting would like the dumpster 
moved. He noted that due to current negotiations regarding environmental issues with Citizen’s Bank, the tenant of our adjoining property, the time is not propitious for requesting accommodation from the bank.

6-09-6 Russell turned to the ongoing discussion of the proposed Meeting bylaws to accompany the 

incorporation of the Meeting. The draft is back from lawyers, Baird Brown and his associate, and it has been “tremendously streamlined.” Baird has said that the point of bylaws is to be invisible, which means as brief as possible, in order not to interfere with the way the Meeting does business. But, Russell said, there are certain matters that should be changed in this draft.  Investing is mentioned, but this is better if left to Trustees. He said that if the Meeting is incorporated, then there is some redundancy in keeping the Trustees separately incorporated, but a 4.4% transfer tax would apply if funds were transferred from Trustees to the Meeting, and in addition, keeping the separate incorporation of Trustees preserves a separate body that can take a long view. It also provides some security and transparency to have a treasurer for Trustees who is separate from the Meeting treasurer and who handles very few transactions. Russell also recommended that a small group be appointed to review further changes to the documents of incorporation and bylaws for the Meeting. 

It was noted that an annual meeting and annual report will be required, but these can be brief, and they can take place immediately before or after a monthly meeting once a year.

A member expressed concern that Trustees could at some future time lose its close rapport with the Meeting and not be accountable to it. In response, Russell read from an unofficial document, “How Does Our Meeting Work?” (March 2006), which states: “Every year, in May, the Nominating Committee of the Monthly Meeting is responsible to bring forward to the Monthly Meeting the names of three members for appointment to succeed the three members whose term as Trustees are expiring. Because of the nature of this service, Trustees are traditionally reappointed and vacancies are considered on the basis of recommendations by Trustees.”
At this point, Sharon Mullally turned the responsibilities of presiding over this meeting to Assistant Clerk David La Fontaine.

A small ad hoc committee will work on further revisions in the documents of incorporation and setting the bylaws. David La Fontaine and Alyson Scott will serve, and others may be added. The Assistant Recording Clerk will make the raw notes of today’s meeting available to the small group. This ad hoc committee will report back to the Monthly Meeting in the fall.

An issue to be worked out is the clarity of the ongoing relationship between the Meeting, School, and Trustees as the legal structure changes, and how this relationship will be documented.

Another issue needing resolution is whether future property acquired by the School would be held in its name, or whether the Trustees would continue to hold all property.

The Meeting warmly thanked Russell for the extensive work he has put into this effort.

6-09-7 The Meeting reviewed and approved a Monthly Meeting response to the Yearly Meeting on

 its priorities. This statement is attached to these minutes.

6-09-8 A temporary committee was appointed to be responsible for emergencies that may occur during 

the summer. The members of this Emergency Committee are Elizabeth Cunningham, Andrew Jickling, David La Fontaine, Sharon Mullally, Ethel Trefsger, and Michael Van Hoy (the latter being available only in August).

6-09-9 The Meeting discussed the location of coffee hour in August, when Germantown Meeting

worships with us, given that at least two members of that Meeting are wheelchair-bound and our dining room is not wheelchair-accessible. The Meeting agreed to hold coffee hour either in the Social Room or outdoors during that month, with non-staining snacks.

6-09-10 Concern was also expressed about the ongoing issue of the Meeting’s accommodation of 
individuals with disabilities, including wheelchair access and hardness of hearing. The Meeting appointed an ad hoc committee to explore options, including Michael Van Hoy, clerk, and Richard Bansen, Anthony DiGiovanni, Thomas Hardy, and David La Fontaine. Dick noted that the Property Committee is also working on these issues.

The Assistant Recording Clerk requested, and it was agreed, that the minutes for this meeting not be approved today, but be reviewed and approved at the next meeting for business.

We adjourned then to meet again at the appointed time on Ninth Month 20.

Chester Monthly Meeting of Friends, 520 E. 24th St., Chester PA 19013. Statement of the Chester Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends regarding Governor Rendell’s proposal to legalize video poker in bars and clubs.

The Chester Friends Meeting applauds Governor Rendell’s intent to provide $550 million a year for tuition assistance to 175,000 Pennsylvania college students but is totally opposed to his plan to finance it by legalizing video poker in bars and clubs.

Friends believe: • Gambling is addictive and can become obsessive to the point where it ruins individuals’ and families’ lives. • Where gambling is instituted crime tends to rise. • Most money from gambling comes from those who have less money to spare. • Gambling feeds on people’s feelings of despair and promotes an attitude that one can get something for nothing. [Interim Committee, Philadelphia Yearly Meeting, Religious Society of Friends, December 5, 1996.]

For the State to rely on legalized gambling for any of its revenue amounts to a regressive form of taxation, in which those least able to pay bear the greatest burden. But beyond this, there are issues that make the Governor’s proposal particularly onerous.

1. It will greatly expand gambling by those most vulnerable to social and economic ills. The problem is compounded by the current economic downturn, when more people are driven to desperate measures simply in order to survive economically.

2. Video poker has been called the ‘crack cocaine’ of gambling because of its quick and deep hold on players. The speed of the play (as many as 12 hands in a minute) and the illusion that it is a game of skill are factors in this, according to Game Planit Interactive, a consumer education organization. The potential in video poker for addiction to gambling among those who are not predisposed to addictions has been reported by the Canadian Medical Association.

3. Video poker in bars lures in a population that does not start out with the intent to gamble. In this way, it is different from casino gambling.

South Carolina banned video poker in bars and other locations after legalizing it for several years. The governor declared that it had spawned a new generation of addicted gamblers and destroyed families.

It has been argued that there is already considerable illegal video poker in Pennsylvania bars. But it is widely agreed that legalization would greatly expand it.

Pennsylvania should support the opportunity for its youth to pursue higher education. But for the State to put its stamp of approval on video poker and rely on it to finance higher educational opportunities sends a most unfortunate message, particularly to its youth.
