    Draft Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held Fifth Month 16, 2010

At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Fourth Month 18, 2010:

We gathered in worship at 12:45 pm.  The Clerk read a portion of the fifth query on Education.

5-10-1
The Clerk read the minutes from Fourth Month 16, 2010, which were approved.

5-10-2
The Clerk reviewed the agenda with Friends. 

5-10-3    Edward Marshall presented the Annual Report to the Meeting on Greene Street Friends School, noting that this was the 155th year that this meeting has operated the school, and his 15th time presenting an annual report to the meeting.  The report is attached to these minutes.

He then responded to questions.  Asked about current renovations being made to the bank building owned by Meeting Trustees on behalf of the School, he said that the bank is being asked to bring the building up to workable, functional form, as is required by its lease.  Major progress has been made, including a new slate roof, which is being installed.  In the Annual Report, he stated that the School, along with all Friends schools, continues to struggle with two difficult questions: (1) How to maintain the accessibility of a Quaker education to a richly diverse student body while seeking fiscal responsibility, and (2) the search for non-profit management skills in Friends deeply grounded in Quaker practice, given the shrinking number of Quakers.  Asked how this School’s response to those questions compared relative to the broader Quaker world of Friends schools, Ed responded that GSFS compares very favorably with other schools in both the diversity of its student body and in the care relationship with the Meeting.  He stated that members of this monthly meeting have been extraordinarily generous in terms of the time and talent they have committed to the School.

Asked about possibility for greater involvement with general meeting membership and the School, he responded that he would encourage meeting members who are not School Committee members or parents of School students to feel very welcome to come visit the School and to get to know it.  It was suggested by the Meeting Secretary that greater advance notice of school events would allow more members to know of and participate in those. Members are also encouraged to join the School’s Wednesday meeting for worship at 8:30–9:00 am, and are welcome to ask to be added to the more regular mailings/e-mailings of the school such as the Lunchbox Express and the Lunchbox Local.  Meeting members are always welcome to participate in all School events. Notice of these opportunities can be placed in the Meeting’s newsletter.

He was asked about the current enrollment, an all-time high of 252 students, and whether there had been a change in the policy of keeping the school small.  He responded that 12 years ago, a Size and Space Committee of the School and then this Meeting decided that two sections per grade would be the largest size the school would reach.  That goal and limit continues to be held.

5-10-4
Margaret Walters, reporting on behalf of Nominating Committee, recommended the appointment of Kenyatta James to Peace and Social Concerns Committee to 2012.  The Meeting approved.

5-10-5
Richard Betts reported for Care and Counsel regarding two applications for membership, both of which individuals have met with Clearness Committees.  Care and Counsel recommended that Jean Gajary be approved for membership, and that Ryan Hood be approved as a child member of the Meeting.  The Meeting approved.

5-10-6
Eric Corson reported for Care and Counsel that the committee continued to discuss issues of the meeting’s spiritual oversight of the School, in particular regarding personnel practices.

The meeting ended in silent worship, and adjourned to meet again at the appointed time on Sixth Month 20, 2010.
