A PARTIAL OUTLINE OF THE CARE (AND CARING) RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN 

GREENE STREET FRIENDS SCHOOL AND GREEN STREET MONTHLY MEETING

1.
Shared Membership.  We are truly members one of the other.  

Many of the Meeting’s children live their school lives at GSFS. Many of the Meeting’s adult members and attenders are either parents of current students at GSFS, or parents of children who were once students there. Some of our members and attenders teach at the School, or did. Many of us have served on the School Committee. Some of our adult members were students at GSFS, in much earlier days or in more recent times.  Though we speak of “the Meeting community” and “the School community,” many if not most of us consider ourselves members of both.

2.
Property 

a.
Ownership.

The Meeting owns the property in which the School functions, through its (only!) corporation, the Trustees of Green Street Monthly Meeting.  Trustees were incorporated in 1923 for the specific purpose of holding title to property of the meeting and other subordinate groups including “any religious, charitable, educational or benevolent object under the control of the said Green Street Monthly Meeting…”  Even the bank building, financed primarily by the School, and purchased specifically for the use of the School, is held by the Trustees.

b.
Shared Use

The Meeting and School share the use of the meeting house, with the School primarily using the meetinghouse space for lunch during school days, and the meeting for worship room primarily for the School’s Wednesday meeting for worship and for other all-School events.  In addition, the Meeting and the School theoretically share use of the outdoor spaces.  There is a Property Committee of the Meeting; at present the Property Committee of the School is focused on the bank building.  There is a new body called the “Meeting/School Facilities Communication Group” whose job is to inform and include the two communities in property decisions.

3.
Legal Structures and Governance
The Meeting is legally responsible for the School, through the School Committee, which, while functioning much as a Board of Directors would in an independently incorporated school, is actually a committee of the Meeting.  The Governance (Sub)Committee of the School and the Meeting’s Nominating Committee are charged to jointly identify candidates for the School Committee, and the Meeting must approve nominees.  The Rules of Governance of the School Committee state that at least 50% of the School Committee should be Quaker, but the Rules of Governance have no legal standing. There is no requirement that the Committee include members of GSMM.  By tradition, the Clerk of the School Committee has been a member of the Meeting.  For more than a year, there has been an ongoing discussion and more recently a small working group focused on the question of separate incorporation of the School and the Meeting, and whether Trustees would continue to exist as a third corporation.

4.
Financial Support
Together, the Meeting’s annual contribution to the School and the Meeting’s tuition support for Meeting children attending the School total $63,000, or about 1/3 of the Meeting’s annual budget.  The $50,000 given directly to the School is the Meeting’s single largest financial commitment.  While this amount is only a small percentage of the School’s budget, the Meeting is the School’s largest single contributor.

5.
Outreach/Inreach
More than one meeting member has said, “The School is our most important outreach into the world.”  The School has introduced Quakerism, as well as our meeting, to many hundreds of families over the years, and has introduced the Meeting to some of our cherished members. In addition, the times when the Meeting has formally interacted with the School community to share Quakerism and Quaker beliefs have served to clarify and strengthen the sense of and articulation of those beliefs. Many meeting members have participated in the School’s service projects on Martin Luther King Day over the years.
Care Relationship Retreat. This summary was provided by TylaAnn Burger.
On First Day, Feb 20, nearly 30 Friends gathered for a retreat centered on the meeting –school care relationship. The day started before meeting and continued after lunch into the afternoon. The day was planned by the Committee on Meeting Structures with the assistance of Gretchen Castle, who was our facilitator. 

The morning session consisted of Friends introducing themselves, describing their relationship with the school, and concerns and expectations for that relationship. Gretchen noted the strengths in the wide concern for community and understanding of overlapping circles. She also noted that “where 2 or more are gathered” there is potential for conflict as well as growth. Several people during the morning noted that conflict could be useful, unresolved conflict was the problem.

In the afternoon, Friends identified further concerns and appreciations. The group formed two smaller groups. One considered constructive approaches for strengthening the care relationship. The other looked at decision-making roles and responsibilities within the relationship.

The retreat group identified the following as possible next steps:

· Follow-up on reviewing policies, particularly personnel matters

· Further clarify roles & responsibilities

· Share these considerations with the school (Structures to consider who does this)

· Consider the need for a particular group to commit to care relationship

· Educate the Meeting about concerns and considerations

· Address distracting behavior  related to concerns

· Create a plan for communicating work around care relationship to the school, amplify that the meeting wants to strengthen the connection

· Develop ways to connect beyond the school administration

· Start a conversation about the Master Plan – process, needs, timing, meeting’s role

The Structures Committee will be considering the work of the retreat and recommend who should and how we can take next steps in growing this relationship.

Slavery by Another Name: The Re-Enslavement of Black Americans from the Civil War to World War II
In this groundbreaking historical expose, Douglas A. Blackmon brings to light one of the most shameful chapters in American history—an “Age of Neoslavery” that thrived from the aftermath of the Civil War through the dawn of World War II.
Earth: Making a Life on a Tough New Planet 

Since he first heralded our era of environmental collapse in 1989's The End of Nature, Bill McKibben has raised a series of eloquent alarms. In Earth, he leads readers to the devastatingly comprehensive conclusion that we no longer inhabit the world in which we've flourished for most of human history: we've passed the tipping point for dramatic climate change, and even if we stopped emissions today, our world will keep warming, triggering more extreme storms, droughts, and other erratic catastrophes, for centuries to come.

Humor Corner: The perils on pomposity:
