        Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held Tenth Month 16, 2011
At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Tenth Month 16, 2011:

We gathered at the appointed time of 12:45 pm in worship. 
10-11-1 During worship, the Clerk read the Tenth Query on Stewardship of the Environment.
10-11-2 The Clerk reviewed the agenda with Friends.
10-11-3 Russell Endo reported on the work related to possible incorporation of the Meeting and the School. He described some of the consideration that had gone into a briefing paper on incorporation which the Meeting will soon send out for review. He believes that incorporation will be nearly invisible for the Meeting and Friends. He noted that, in his view, separate incorporation of Meeting and School creates a relationship analogous to that of a parent and adult child. He noted some questions for us to consider as we view this care relationship, including: Do we want the school to survive if something happens to the Meeting? Do we want the school to be responsible for any issues it creates, not the Meeting? 
The Clerk noted that there will be a renewed discussion starting next month. It will be a wide-open look at incorporation. This will include consideration of the Meeting and School incorporating separately, the Meeting only without the School separately, and whether the Trustees should continue as a separately incorporated body.
10-11-4 Sharon Mullally, Clerk of the School Committee, introduced Kathie Bowes, a GSFS Pre-K teacher and Meeting attender, to present this month’s report from the School. She described the Life Skills Curriculum at GSFS, a curriculum that was developed and written by a working group of faculty members specifically for the school.
Kathie described a multi-stage learning process built on a strong basic foundation of feelings identification and articulation, leading to understanding of roles, relationships, and responsibilities. The curriculum identifies tools such as decision-making and conflict resolution to assist with healthy choices and dealing with difficult topics and situations. 
She demonstrated some of the tools and materials that are used in the Pre-K/K classes as part of their Life Skills Curriculum. There are specific curriculums and tools for each of five clusters in the school. Kathie showed a brief video of a four-year-old student talking about something she made to use with the toolbox. The children are supported in creating and adding tools to the box.
Kathie reported that the desire was to “saturate” students with life skills to support understanding, decision-making, and learning. This curriculum is integrated with all of the other GSFS programs that create the culture and community of the school. This supports learning by removing blocks created by emotions and situations that are not identified and addressed.
Friends asked questions and expressed gratitude for this work and for the care given to GSFS students and the community.
10-11-5 Sharon Mullally reported for the School Committee. She thanked Kathie for her presentation—an example of the real engagement in the school community in creating the tools our students need. She reported that the school is thriving. We have our strongest enrollment yet, while other schools are facing difficulties in this economy. Next month the admissions director will be coming to talk about efforts to maintain the diversity at GSFS as enrollment increases. 
Sharon reported that the School Committee is meeting less frequently, but for longer meetings that include dinner together. There is also a Committee retreat. She described how the Committee considers things like technology in terms of our values as well as perceived needs. This recently led to the creation of a technology reserve in addition to the capital reserve for property needs. 
She described the exploration of options for the multi-purpose building currently under consideration. The committee has looked at several options for space use and the architects are developing estimates for these options. The committee and administration are committed to not having any funds for property development come from tuition increases. They are keeping this work separate from the operating budget. There will be more updates as this work moves along. The School has hired a consultant to explore the potential for the capital campaign, which would finance this work.
Sharon noted the upcoming Fall Fair, which supports the annual 8th grade trip to Costa Rica. She noted that our small Friends Meeting is supporting an important ministry to GSFS children and the community. It was also noted that a graduate of GSFS, Saul Perlmutter, has just been awarded a Nobel Prize in Physics and that the School has been mentioned in the news reports of the award.
Friends expressed their gratitude for the work of Sharon and the School Committee. 

The Minutes were read and approved.

10-11-6 The Clerk noted that this is the last meeting for which TylaAnn will be serving as Recording Clerk; she will be moving to the Adirondack region of New York. The Meeting thanked her for her dedicated service.
