         Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held Ninth Month 19, 2010
At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Ninth Month 19, 2010:

We gathered at the appointed time of 12:45 pm in worship.  The Clerk read the Ninth Query on the Ministry of Outreach from Philadelphia Yearly Meeting’s Faith and Practice.

9-10-1 The Clerk read the draft minutes of the Sixth Month 20, 2010 Meeting for Business which were not reviewed at that time. Friends approved the minutes as read.

9-10-2
The Clerk reviewed the agenda with Friends. 

9-10-3       Eric Corson reported for the Contributions to Others Committee. They have received a request for funds from EMIR (Every Murder is Real). Victoria Greene, an attender of our Meeting, is the founder and director of this program. The committee is recommending that we contribute $250 to EMIR. Friends approved the recommended contribution. 

A concern was raised about the process of identifying organizations to contribute to – whether they should be expected to request contributions or simply be identified by Green Street Friends. It was suggested that process questions should be considered at another time. Friends were encouraged to talk with the committee and also attend the Tenth Month 10 session on our meeting and our finances.

9-10-4    The Clerk reminded Friends that a Naming Committee is needed when there are vacancies on the Nominating Committee. Since we are anticipating two vacancies on the Nominating Committee, the Clerk requested the names of Friends willing to serve on the Naming Committee. The names of Anthony DiGiovanni, David La Fontaine and Margaret Walters were brought forward. These names were approved.

9-10-5   Richard Betts reported for the Care and Counsel Committee. He read a letter of application for membership from Susan Christian. Care and Counsel “joyfully” recommended approval of this application. The Meeting approved Susan’s membership with enthusiasm. A welcoming committee of JoAnn Seaver and Marjorie Felton was appointed.

9-10-6   The Clerk noted the small banner hanging in the hallway, which was provided by faculty members from GSFS. The banner includes a quote from Andrew Young and is similar to one hanging in the school. The question has been raised about where it should be hung on an ongoing basis. Friends expressed themselves content with the current location, in the hallway near the meeting room door. 

9-10-7
 The Clerk noted the ongoing question of providing childcare during Meeting for Business, which has not been settled. It was reported that Neal Fordham does sometimes provide care for children at this time. The Clerk asked for Friends to form a small working group to consider this issue. Susan Hight, Anne Bayless and Anthony DiGiovanni came forward to work on this concern. 

9-10-8
 Daniel McDevitt reported as the new Clerk of the Property Committee. He reported that a number of small jobs had been completed this summer. The committee is also working on issues around the alarm system and orienting Friends who might do opening and closing for events. They are again looking at the guidelines for outside groups, as well as other issues relating to community use and involvement. We now have an option to choose a utility company and the committee is considering this. There were no new incidents of vandalism since earlier this summer, but there are still issues with young teens on meeting and school roofs. The signs, which were discussed at Sixth Month, have been ordered but not yet installed. 

9-10-9
  Anne Bayless and Sharon Mullally of the GSFS School Committee rose to continue the discussion of our relationship with the school, and to provide a report from the school. The committee is committed to the idea of monthly reports, some of which will be from the committee, others from different members of the school community. It is hoped that this process will deepen and strengthen the relationship between the meeting and school. They also hope that the meeting will have better information about school activities, teaching, programs and administration.

Anne noted that both the school and meeting attract a very diverse community and that interaction between these communities is beneficial to both. She described the relationship between the meeting and school as a long-term loving relationship. She noted that the committee is interested in hearing how Friends view this relationship. Where they feel the relationship might grow? Where they are satisfied or dissatisfied? 

One Friend asked if new parents were told about the meeting. It was reported that this has varied from year to year. Friends considered who is best to present this information. It was noted that many meeting Friends attended various school events and this provides information. Another Friend noted the multi-faceted nature of the relationship – property, programs, community and resources. It was also noted that it is harder for Friends without children to get to know the school to as great a degree as parents. 

Several Friends were concerned that the meeting be informed when faculty/staff decisions affect meeting members. Sharon noted that personnel concerns require internal processes and how much information can be shared can be limited. Other Friends were clear that they don’t want the meeting to attempt to “manage” the school. The desire for a clear process when conflicts or issues come up was expressed. This process is needed whether there is a scheduling, property or information issue. Perhaps specific members of the committee could be identified to go to with concerns. 

A Friend wondered if the meeting’s view of the relationship was the same as the school’s.  She described her view as a school parent, feeling that there was not a strong relationship between the two. Another Friend felt there were many things to be proud of at GSFS and that there seemed to be good relationships between the meeting, parents, children and some faculty and staff – but there did not seem to be a relationship with administration in many areas. Concern was expressed that many school community members do not understand the meeting relationship, or even what the meeting is or does. It was suggested that this should be addressed before there is more growth as this problem would only get larger. It was suggested that the Friends could find ways to be more present to the school community. This might include attendance at school events with active identification as meeting members. Several Friends agreed to attend next weeks Back to School Dinner, identifying themselves as GSMM members. 

Another concern was raised about nominating and appointment concerns around the School Committee. It was noted that trust was the main consideration in a relationship and that some did not feel trust in the way that administrative processes occur. It was asked if the administration could meet with the meeting to get to know each other better.

It was noted that the tensions between meeting and school are of long history. A Friend noted her desire that we mutually discuss school size and other long-term plans. Another asked whether the school has any concerns about the relationship. Sharon reported that Ed Marshall, the Head of School, would like the relationship to be as good as possible, but was unable to report specific concerns. 

It was noted that the school understands their relationship with the School Committee, but perhaps they do not understand that they also have a relationship with the meeting. One Friend noted that even meeting members may not understand what being “under the care of the meeting” means. Another suggestion was that we look to “growing” our relationship with the school, rather than “improving” it. It was noted that the outreach of the school has contributed to the growth in the meeting. A suggestion was made that growing the relationship might be as easy as holding a pancake breakfast for the school community and sharing the life of the meeting with them. A continuing note was the importance of increasing meeting attendance and presence at school events. We were asked to acknowledge that there are many different levels of trust within the meeting community. This is the area for us to share and work with. 

Anne and Sharon were asked to consider this discussion, with Robert Dockhorn. It was suggested that we return to this discussion at our next Meeting for Business. When we return to this matter we will first hear the response from the School Committee to our considerations. Friends expressed gratitude to Anne and Sharon for their presence and openness in the consideration.

Sharon suggested, and the meeting approved, that we buy 10 copies of the book, Care Relationship: Friends Schools and the Religious Society of Friends, published by Friends Council on Education.

The Minutes were read and approved.

We adjourned then to meet again at the appointed time on Tenth Month 17.

We encourage you to be part of forming or joining a cluster meeting and sharing the outcomes with Friends worldwide through this process.
