             Minutes of Monthly Meeting for Business Held Ninth Month 18, 2011
At Green Street Monthly Meeting of the Religious Society of Friends, held at 45 West School House Lane, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on Ninth Month 18, 2011:

We gathered at the appointed time of 12:45 pm in worship. 
9-11-1
The Clerk read the Ninth Query on the Ministry of Outreach.
9-11-2
The Clerk read the draft minutes of the called Meeting for Business, which occurred in Eighth Month regarding property and security issues. The minutes were approved as read. A brief update was given.
9-11-3
The Clerk read a letter of introduction from San Francisco Monthly Meeting introducing Chris and Robin Mohr and their children Henry and Silas, who are relocating to this area and have been attending Green Street for a number of weeks. The letter described the Meeting’s well-wishes for the family, as well as their loss in the departure of such treasured Friends who were very active in both the Meeting and San Francisco Friends School. Friends expressed glad welcome for Chris and the family.
9-11-4
James Unkefer, of the Digsau firm of architects, began the presentation of preliminary designs for the new school building and grounds. The start of a capital campaign requires that the more detailed planning begin to move forward in order to develop costs and visual material for this section of the futures plan. 

The Meeting moved to the Social Room where a model of the Meeting and School grounds had been set up. The model was created by Krista McKinnon of the School’s kindergarten program. Jamie reviewed aspects of the Master Plan and general layout for the site as this section of the plan envisions. He explained that the main element of the proposed multipurpose building was a full-sized gymnasium/auditorium with a permanent stage, additional storage, and office space. Several Friends noted that parking space that serves the School, Meeting, and bank (tenant) was a concern. Several questions and thoughts were shared about the playing field, parking areas, and traffic patterns for various activities. Various options under consideration, including pedestrian access, grading, and access shared with the middle school building, a basement level and other possibilities were discussed. Concerns regarding storm water runoff, pervious surfaces, and various play area and parking spaces were also raised.

The Meeting returned to the Meeting Room. The Clerk asked Friends to return to worship to consider the fullness of the presentation, rather than the details. Jamie explained that this was the start of the schematic design phase where elements of the desired facility are identified and considered. The next stage will be design development, and the final stage will be the finalization of a professional design. Our input into the schematic design is what is required at this point. Having the schematic design is necessary for evaluating the potential and implementation of a capital campaign for this project.

Friends raised significant concerns about green issues including storm water management, materials choices, green roofing, energy sources and related issues. Several options for the building design were suggested. Positive reactions to the purpose of the design and the wide consideration of many issues were noted. The current process of seeking input should take about eight weeks. Gratitude was expressed to the Property Planning Committee and Digsau for their work in carrying this forward and the detailed consultation. 

The Minutes were read and approved.
We adjourned then to meet again at the appointed time on Tenth Month 16.

Questions about the PYM Tuition Aid Program. 

 Friends with questions about PYM’s Tuition Aid program (for PYM member children who attend Friends schools) may contact the Friends in Education Coordinator, Grace Sharples Cooke. The email is gracec@pym.org and the phone number is 215-241-7224. Tuition Aid applications are typically submitted to the Friends school the child attends by February 15th each year, and are for the following school year. 
The process begins in mid-fall when monthly meetings inform families about the program and distribute the updated application form to Quaker families in their community.  Applications are prepared by the parent, and then reviewed and signed by the Monthly Meeting and the school’s admissions or financial aid director. To qualify for aid, the child must be enrolled in a Friends school in the PYM region and have at least one parent with membership in a PYM-region monthly meeting (membership must be at least of one year’s standing --since September 1 of the prior year). The child’s family must also meet a needs test that is based on income and is administered by the school. 
All confidential financial records remain with the school and are not shared with PYM, and the Tuition Aid grant award is paid directly to the school each fall.
Many monthly meetings and some quarterly meetings also provide tuition aid to qualifying children. Questions about these programs should be directed to your monthly or quarterly meeting’s leadership.
